4.1 Unpacking
Unpack the drying cabinet and check that it has not been damaged in transit. Any damage to the drying cabinet and/
or the packaging must be reported within 7 days.

4.3 Placement
The drying cabinet should be positioned so that there is plenty of room for working, both for the user and service
personnel.
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4.4 Mechanical installation

The drying cabinet must be secured to the wall to prevent it from tipping over. (Kit for this included upon delivery.)

Once the drying cabinet is in its final position, open the door and slide out the upper hanger section.
Drill 8 mm holes in the wall through the two predrilled holes in the rear of the drying cabinet (F).
Insert the plastic plugs (C) into the holes in the wall (D). Place a spacer (E) on the screw (G) and install with a washer
as shown in the figure.

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5 Evacuation system
5.1 Fresh air
When the drying cabinet is running, about 50 m3 of moist air is evacuated per hour. This air is taken from the room
where the drying cabinet is situated.
It is therefore important to ensure that fresh air can enter the room from the outside to replace the humid air that is
vented out.
The recommended fresh air intake should be 5 times larger than the recommended shared exhaust air duct.

5.2 Evacuation connection
The drying cabinet should be connected to a standard exhaust ventilation unit.
There are two possible ways to connect the drying cabinet to a ventilation duct – either with a draft stabilizer or with a
permanent connection to an exhaust air system. If the drying cabinet is being connected to an existing ventilation
system, a draft stabilizer must always be used so that the general ventilation in the room is not affected.
Permanent connection is only permitted if a drying cabinet comes with a separate exhaust air duct.
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5.2.1 Draft stabilizer
The drying cabinet has been tested and set at factory for connection with a draft stabilizer. (Kit for this included upon
delivery.)
Place the spigot (A) over the hole in the top of the cabinet. Insert the screws and secure the spigot.

Connect the flexible hose (B) to the spigot. Connect the other end of the hose to the draft stabilizer (C), and then
press the draft stabilizer securely into the exhaust air vent in the room.

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5.2.2 Permanently installed and connected to the ventilation duct
When the drying cabinet is permanently connected to the ventilation duct, the whole room is ventilated through the
drying cabinet. (A kit for this is included with the drying cabinet, except for the insert).
Place the spigot (A) over the hole in the top of the cabinet. Insert the screws and secure the spigot.

Connect the flexible hose (B) to the spigot. Connect the other end of the hose to the insert (C) (the insert is not in-
cluded), and then press the insert securely into the exhaust air vent in the room.

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6 Reversing the door
Note!
The left and right upper hinges are not interchangeable. When rehanging, a new upper hinge must be or-
dered from the supplier.
Disconnect the power to the appliance.
Carefully lay the drying cabinet on its back.
Remove the cover on the upper part of the drying cabinet (A) and the protection plate (B) above the control cable
from the door’s membrane panel (C). Arrows in the figure indicate the location of the fastening screws for each part.
Disconnect the door cable from the control unit in the upper part of the cabinet using the fast coupling (D). Note how
the cables are connected!
Unscrew the lower hinge pin (E).

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Lift up the door a bit from the bottom edge and remove it from the upper hinged joint, far enough so that the hinge pin
is exposed. The pin has a groove for the control cable.
Pull the door cable (F) with its connecting contact out of the slot in the hinge. The door cable is bared so that it can
be pulled through the slot. Use this part when pulling the cable out.
The door (G) is now free and can be put aside.
Detach the upper hinge (H) with the hinge plate (I). Discard the hinge and plate.

The
screws will become accessible if the hanger section is pulled out a bit.

Reinstall the cover and securely fasten the fan unit again.

Connect the door cable to the fan unit in the upper part of the drying cabinet using the fast coupling.
Make sure the cables are connected in the same way as before.
Reinstall protective cover over the cable and refit the cap over the drying cabinet.
Move the door handle to the other side. Torque tighten to 2.5 Nm.
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7 Electrical connection

The electrical installation may only be performed by qualified personnel.

The drying cabinet is supplied ready for connection with a cable with a grounded plug.

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9 Disposal information
9.1 Disposal of appliance at end of life
Before disposing of the machine, make sure to carefully check its physical condition, and in particular any parts of
the structure that can give or break during scrapping.
The machine’s parts must be disposed of in a differentiated way, according to their different characteristics (e.g. met-
als, oils, greases, plastic, rubber, etc.).
Different regulations are in force in the various countries, therefore comply with the provisions of the laws and com-
petent bodies in the country where scrapping takes place.
In general, the appliance must be taken to a specialised collection/scrapping centre.
Dismantle the appliance, grouping the components according to their chemical characteristics, remembering that the
compressor contains lubricant oil and refrigerant fluid which can be recycled, and that the refrigerator and heat pump
components are special waste assimilable with urban waste.

The symbol on the product indicates that this product should not be treated as domestic waste, but must be correctly disposed
of in order to prevent any negative consequences for the environment and human health. For further information on the recy-
cling of this product, contact the local dealer or agent, the Customer Care service or the local body responsible for waste
disposal.
