3.1 Placement

The drying cabinet intended for placement indoors in dry place.
Place the bottom plate in the final position of the drying cabinet.

The drying cabinet should be positioned so that there is plenty of room for working, both for the user and service
personnel.

3.2 Ventilating the room

When the machine is in operation, the room temperature increases. Due to this, the room must have sufficient
ventilation.

All sources introducing heat into the same room requires to be considered when dimensioning the ventilation. Heat
sources could for example be: more tumble dryers, drying cabinets, washers, ironers, radiators, etc. The combination
of several sources for heat introduction leads to an increased need for ventilation flow. Other factors may also influ-
ence the needed ventilation flow, such as climate zone, building parameters, room size, etc. For assistance with di-
mensioning necessary ventilation needs, contact authorized ventilation technician.

The fully assembled right door has an installed door cable (3) connected to the control panel in the door.
Bend it away so it is not damaged when the upper part is placed on the lower part.
The cable is connected to the terminal block as described in the "Electrical connection” section later in this manual.
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The installation kit contains four air tubes that are used when installing the upper part.

* Remove the cover plugs (A) and insert the air tubes (B) at the ends. Twist the air tubes so they lock into place.

» Carefully lift the upper part onto the lower part and secure it with the four provided M8x20 screws and the two 4 x

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12Disposal information

12.1 Disposal of appliance at end of life
Before disposing of the machine, make sure to carefully check its physical condition, and in particular any parts of
the structure that can give or break during scrapping.

The machine’s parts must be disposed of in a differentiated way, according to their different characteristics (e.g. met-
als, oils, greases, plastic, rubber, etc.).

Different regulations are in force in the various countries, therefore comply with the provisions of the laws and com-
petent bodies in the country where scrapping takes place.

In general, the appliance must be taken to a specialised collection/scrapping centre.

Dismantle the appliance, grouping the components according to their chemical characteristics, remembering that the
compressor contains lubricant oil and refrigerant fluid which can be recycled, and that the refrigerator and heat pump
components are special waste assimilable with urban waste.

The symbol on the product indicates that this product should not be treated as domestic waste, but must be correctly disposed
of in order to prevent any negative consequences for the environment and human health. For further information on the recy-
cling of this product, contact the local dealer or agent, the Customer Care service or the local body responsible for waste
disposal.
