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5 Operation

5.1 Operation

Pull the hangers out of the drying cabinet to hang the garments. Each hanger can hold a complete set of work
clothes.

Place the loops of the pants over the hanger and then hang the jacket. Place the hanger in one of the four support
rails. Use the supplied cover plates in the air outlets that are not being used.

For optimum energy efficient drying, operate with a full load and do not open the doors until the appliance has
stopped.

The drying cabinet will stop automatically when the laundry is dry.

When the textiles are dry, the drying process switches to a cool-down period that ends automatically. During the cool-
down period, the text "COOL" is shown on the display.

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5.2 Pause

Open one of the doors to pause the drying cycle. The heat will be turned off, but the fan will continue to run for five mi-
nutes. The lamp for the paused drying program will flash during these five minutes.

If the door is closed during this five-minute period, the paused drying program will resume.
If the door is not closed during this five-minute period, the drying program is stopped and must be restarted manually.

5.4 Overheat protection
The drying cabinet is equipped with an overheat protection function that is reset automatically.
When the overheat protection has been activated, the drying cabinet will not be able to start.

Once the temperature inside the drying cabinet has returned to normal (this can take up to 10—-15 minutes), the dry-
ing cabinet can be started again.

Check that the filter is clean before starting the cabinet. If the filter is not clogged and the cabinet does not start, con-
tact the supplier or service personnel.

5.5 Filters
The drying cabinet has four filters located in the cabinet ceiling — two at the front edge and two at the rear edge.

Note!
The drying cabinet must not be used if any of the filters are removed.

The user is responsible for checking and cleaning the filters after each drying program.
Remove the filters by pulling the handle.

Clean all four filters on both sides.

The shelfs are used for flat drying of for example helmets and masks.
* Insert the shelfs in the drying cabinet.

* One or two shelfs can be used. If only one shelf is to be used, make sure to position it in the middle of the drying
cabinet.

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6.2 Glove dryer

The glove dryer is used for drying work gloves.

Each glove dryer has room for 4 pair of gloves.

The drying cabinet can hold between 1 and 4 glove dryers.

The drying air circulates both inside of the holders and out from the holes in the holders. The gloves are then getting
dried both from the inside and the outside with drying air both from inside and the upward circulated air on the

outside.

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If there are less than 4 glove dryers installed, the enclosed lids (B) shall be inserted where the glove dryer should

have been installed. This is to improve the air circulation in the drying cabinet.

At delivery, there are 4 lids enclosed from factory. Make sure to insert the lids (B) where there is no option installed.

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6.3 Shoe dryer

The shoe dryer is used for drying boots and working shoes.
Each shoe dryer has room for 3 pair of shoes.

The drying cabinet can hold between 1 and 2 shoe dryers.

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6.4 Programs

The drying cabinet has in total five drying programs. The first two are for drying of work clothes and the other three
are for the accessories described in this instruction.

6.4.1 Programs for Shelfs for flat drying
For drying of for example helmets and masks.

» Factory set drying temperature: 40°C.
* Program name: MAN FL.
» Pre set drying time: 2 hours (adjustable).

6.4.2 Programs for Glove dryer / Shoe dryer with synthetic materials
For drying of shoes and gloves with synthetic materials.

» Factory set drying temperature: 50°C.
* Program name: MAN 50°.
* Pre set drying time: 3 hours (adjustable).

6.4.3 Programs for Glove dryer / Shoe dryer with leather materials
For drying of shoes and gloves with leather materials.

» Factory set drying temperature: 40°C.
* Program name: MAN 40°.
* Pre set drying time: 4 hours (adjustable).

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7 Maintenance

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9 Disposal information

9.1 Disposal of appliance at end of life
Before disposing of the machine, make sure to carefully check its physical condition, and in particular any parts of
the structure that can give or break during scrapping.

The machine’s parts must be disposed of in a differentiated way, according to their different characteristics (e.g. met-
als, oils, greases, plastic, rubber, etc.).

Different regulations are in force in the various countries, therefore comply with the provisions of the laws and com-
petent bodies in the country where scrapping takes place.

In general, the appliance must be taken to a specialised collection/scrapping centre.

Dismantle the appliance, grouping the components according to their chemical characteristics, remembering that the
compressor contains lubricant oil and refrigerant fluid which can be recycled, and that the refrigerator and heat pump
components are special waste assimilable with urban waste.

The symbol on the product indicates that this product should not be treated as domestic waste, but must be correctly disposed
of in order to prevent any negative consequences for the environment and human health. For further information on the recy-
cling of this product, contact the local dealer or agent, the Customer Care service or the local body responsible for waste
disposal.
