A.9 Transport, handling and storage

There shall be shut off devices or other components except piping
between the motor-compressor and the pressure relief device that could introduce a pressure drop.

» The pressure relief device shall be mounted so that any refrigerant released from the system during its operation can not cause
harm to the user of the appliance. The aperture shall be located so that it is unlikely to be obstructed in normal use.

» The installed pressure relief device shall have no provisions for setting by the end user.

» The pressure setting of the installed pressure relief device shall be no higher than the design pressure of the high-pressure side.

@ Before moving the appliance make sure
the load bearing capacity of the lifting
equipment used is suitable for its weight.

NOTE!

@ Appliances with incorporated refrigerating unit
must be handled upright. If the appliance is
handled in a horizontal position, make sure to wait
a few hours in upright position before making it
operational.
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CAUTION
@ * Install the appliance in a ventilated
place, away from heat sources such
as radiators or air conditioning systems,
to allow correct cooling of the refriger-
ating unit components.

» Never cover the condenser, even tem-
porarily, as this can compromise its
proper operation and therefore that of
the appliance.

» The appliance must be taken to the
place of installation and removed from
the packing base only when being
installed.

E.2 Customer's responsibilities
The tasks and works required of the Customer are:

» check the floor planarity on which the appliance is placed;

+ arrange an earthed power socket of suitable capacity for the
input specified on the data plate;

» provide a high sensitivity manual-reset differential thermal
magnetic switch;

E.3 Unpacking instructions

Unpack the appliance carrying out the following
operations:

» if present, cut the straps and remove the protective film,
taking care not to scratch the surface if scissors or blades
are used;

» if present, remove the cardboard top, the polystyrene
corners and the vertical protection pieces;

» for appliances with stainless steel surfaces, remove the
protective film very slowly without tearing it, to avoid leaving
glue stuck to the surface;

« should this happen, remove the traces of glue with a non-
corrosive solvent, rinsing it off and drying thoroughly;

+ itis advisable to go over all the stainless steel surfaces with
arag soaked in paraffin oil in order to create a protective film.

NOTE!
For information regarding the electrical connection,
refer to “A.11 Electrical connection".

E.4 Disposal of packing

The packing must be disposed of in compliance with the
current regulations in the country where the appliance is used.
All the packing materials are environmentally friendly.

They can be safely kept, recycled, or burned in an appropriate
waste incineration plant. Recyclable plastic parts are marked
as follows:

The parts in wood and cardboard can be disposed of,
respecting the current regulations in the country where the
appliance is used.
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E.5 Positioning

Install the appliance, taking all the safety precautions required
for this type of operation, also respecting the relevant fire-
prevention instructions.

If the appliance is installed in a place where there are corrosive
substances (chlorine, etc.), it is advisable to go over all the
stainless steel surfaces with a rag soaked in paraffin oil to
create a protective film.

Arranging the appliance:
» position the appliance in the required place;

» adjust the height and levelling with the adjustment feet, also
checking correct door closing.

E.6 Fitting anti-tipping cables on the
appliance

When installing the appliance, make sure to fix the anti-tipping
cables to it. To fit, proceed as follows:

1. undo the two hex screws positioned on the roof of the
appliance, as shown in the figure, and remove the cables
from their packing:




2. join a slot of the cable to the hex screw, as shown in the
figure:

3. retighten the screw complete with the cable on the roof of
the appliance.

E.7 Reversing opening of fully insulated
doors

CAUTION

@ The user cannot reverse the door opening
direction in all models with glass door.
Models with glass door come with opening
from left to right. To reverse the opening
direction, call the Customer Care Service.

The refrigerated cupboards are normally supplied with right
opening.
When changing to left opening, proceed as follows:

» open the control panel, loosening the 2 screws located
between the panel and door;

« remove the cap located on the left side and refit it on the
right side of the control panel;

» undo the 2 screws of the upper bracket “A®, the hinge
fastening screw “B“ and the 2 fixing screws (Detail 1);

» remove the cap “C" from the left side and place it on the right
side (Detail 2);

* remove the door, pull out the hinge from its seat, move it
from the right to the left and fit it in the hole as shown in the
figure (Detail 3);

» position the upper bracket “A* between the door and the
roof of the appliance, tightening the fixing screws (Detail 3);

» remove the lower bracket “D* from its seat and refit it in the
special seat on the opposite side (Detail 4);

» position the door on the lower bracket “D*;

» before tightening the screws, align the door with the cabinet
panel, adjusting the lower and upper brackets and making
sure the seal is perfectly fitted on all sides;

» then tighten the bracket fixing screws;

« close the control panel again, securing the 2 screws
(previously loosened) between the panel and door.
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E.8 Reversing opening of half doors

The refrigerated cupboards are normally supplied with right
opening.

When changing to left opening, proceed as follows:
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open the control panel, loosening the 2 screws located
between the panel and door;

remove the cap located on the left side and refit it on the
right side of the control panel;

undo the 2 screws of the upper bracket “A“, the hinge
fastening screw “B“ and the 2 fixing screws (Detail 1);
remove the cap “C" from the left side and place it on the right
side (Detail 2);

remove the middle bracket “D“ and fix it on the opposite side
of the cabinet (Detail 4)

remove the bottom hinge “E* and the lower bracket “F* from
their seats and refit them in the special seats on the
opposite side (Detail 5);

position the bottom door on the bottom hinge “E*;
fix the middle bracket “D*;
position the top door on the middle bracket “D*;
position the upper bracket “A* between the door and the
roof of the appliance, tightening the fixing screws;
before tightening the screws, align the door with the cabinet
panel, adjusting the lower and upper brackets and making
sure the seal is perfectly fitted on all sides;
then tighten the bracket fixing screws;
close the control panel again, securing the 2 screws
(previously loosened) between the panel and door.
NOTE!
@ after carrying out the below operations, the holes
in the appliance must be closed with the special
plastic plugs.

@ in case of installation on a concrete plinth, make 2 slots near the door bottom bracket, as deep as the thickness of the
bracket and the head of the screws (at least 15mm), as shown in the following image:

F.1 Procedure regarding appliance disposal

At the end of the product's life-cycle, make sure it is not
dispersed in the environment.

Different regulations are in force in the various countries,
therefore comply with the provisions of the laws and compe-
tent bodies in the country where appliance disposal takes
place.

Before disposing of the appliance, make sure to carefully
check its physical condition, and in particular any parts of the
structure that can give or break during dismantling.

The appliance’s parts must be disposed in a differentiated way,
according to their different characteristics (e.g. metals, oils,
greases, plastic, rubber, etc.) remembering that the
